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Used Equipment Warranty

General Warranty
For a period of 30 calendar days after the date on the equipment purchase receipt, Lowcountry Restaurant Equipment, LLC (“Seller”) warrants that the used restaurant equipment purchased by Buyer shall function as intended and warrants against issues with operation that arise from defects that existed at the time of purchase.  In order to activate the warranty, buyer must complete and sign a Used Equipment Warranty Card which will be provided by a representative of Lowcountry Restaurant Equipment at time of purchase, or will be provided by email or mail within 7 days of purchase.  Activation and 30-day warranty period begins at the date of purchase, regardless of date of warranty card completion.  
Remedies
Seller’s sole obligations and the buyer’s exclusive remedies with respect to goods determined to be defective shall be limited to repair or replacement.  Seller’s total liability to the Customer for damages, from any cause whatsoever, and regardless of the form of action, whether in contract or tort, including negligence, is limited to actual damages up to the purchase price paid for the equipment.  Should it be determined that the equipment cannot be repaired for a reasonable cost, and no agreeable replacement is available, Seller will refund the purchase price, at Seller’s option.  Determination whether any piece of equipment should either be repaired or refunded, shall be at the sole discretion of the Seller.  Replacement may constitute, at Seller’s option, a new, used, refurbished or functionally equivalent item of similar value.  Any necessary repairs shall be completed by Seller or an agent of Seller’s choosing.  Buyer agrees to provide Seller with recommendations for local alternatives for repair companies if Seller has no existing relationships within Buyers area.  Seller is not responsible for any charges incurred by Buyer that Buyer incurred without obtaining Seller’s prior expressed approval of company performing the repairs, parts needed, and/or total cost of repair. It is the sole responsibility of Buyer to return to Seller any equipment prior to replacement or refund, at Buyer’s expense.
All remedies are expressly conditioned upon the buyer’s compliance with its obligations to comply with the provisions of the Operating Instructions and proper operation of the equipment purchased. If the buyer fails to comply with the Operating Instructions, improperly installs, or uses the equipment in any manner not consistent with the intended use of the equipment, the buyer shall bear the full cost of any service, including but not limited to repair, replacement and return.  
Any conversion of a gas appliance to allow for use of a different fuel source, such as converting a gas appliance from Natural Gas to Propane, shall be the sole responsibility of Buyer.  Any failure in operation and/or damage to the equipment or any other surrounding equipment, facilities, material, structure or other property that arises from the improper conversion or installation of conversion parts shall be the sole responsibility of Buyer.  Buyer indemnifies Seller from any obligation as a result of damages incurred by Buyer, and others, as a result of conversion of equipment from on fuel source to another.
This warranty is expressly conditioned on the buyer’s obligation to complete proper transport, storage, installation and use of equipment.  Damage that occurs to equipment as a result of Buyer’s transportation, storage, loading or unloading, or installation of equipment shall void any obligation of Seller under this warranty.  Once the equipment leaves the premises of Seller, Buyer is solely responsible for the equipment’s safe and appropriate transport, unloading, installation, storage, installation, and use.  It is the sole responsibility of Buyer to provide safe and appropriate means of transport. Seller assumes no responsibility for any damage to equipment or other property of Buyer, and property of others, as a result of unsafe or improper loading, unloading, transporting, or installing equipment.  Any refrigeration equipment must be stored and transported in an upright position consistent with positioning of normal operation.  Any refrigeration equipment that is transported, or stored, laying down or in any other orientation that is not consistent with the orientation of normal operation, voids this Warranty
No Assignment
This Warranty may not be assigned in whole or in part by either party without the prior written consent of the other.
Entirety of Agreement
This Warranty constitutes the entire agreement between both parties concerning this transaction, and replaces all previous communications, representations, understandings, and agreements, whether verbal or written, between the parties to this Agreement or their representatives.  No representations or statements of any kind made by either party, that are not expressly stated in this Agreement, shall be binding on such parties.
Severability
If any provisions of this Warranty are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid under any applicable statute or rule of law, they are to that extent to be deemed omitted and the remaining provisions of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.
